Board Member Carson moved to propose to Council in late January to 

commission a sculpture by Evelyn Rosenberg based on the ‘Kaleidoscope’ 

proposal from the Call for Art with a total budget not to exceed $65,000 ($55,000 

for the sculpture and $10,000 for installation, lighting, and contingency) to be 

installed in one of the proposed locations. Board Member Baker seconded. All 

voted in favor.
